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FROM THE DESK OF DAVID GOODMAN
The Redwood Empire Food Bank exists for 
one simple reason: every day in Sonoma 
County, people wake up confronted with 
hunger - we can help them, and we do. 
However, what we do, and how we do it is 
surprisingly complicated.

The myriad of forces that impact our work 
is formidable. During any given day, we 
must consider poverty, crop economics, 
homelessness, climate, fuel prices, wages, 
inflation, housing, food production, retail/
consumer trends, government and politics.

As we have done for the past 32 years of 
anti-hunger work, we started 2019 with a 
plan for all we intended to accomplish. No 
sooner did the year begin when we were 
confronted with a series of challenges 
that stretched our resources, but inspired 
our resourcefulness. The most significant 
of these unanticipated hurdles were the 
Russian River flooding, the Kincade Fire, 
the Public Safety Power Shutoffs, and our 
trade war with China.

Any of these events could have carried 
us off course. However, amidst all the 
disruptions and calamities we remained 
committed to our established plans. Yet 
– in true Redwood Empire Food Bank 

fashion – we improvised and adapted to 
respond to the needs and opportunities 
presented by the adverse conditions.

One situation was the Kincade Fire and 
related Public Safety Power Shutoffs. As 
with other disasters, we activated our 
Station 3990 disaster response program, 
and provided food assistance to 25,000 
evacuees in only eight days.

Another development was the growing 
trade war with China. The disruption in our 
national food system served as a catalyst 
for our bold pursuit of high-quality food 
that was stalled in the international export 
marketplace. We successfully acquired 78 
additional truckloads of food (2,915,000 
pounds) over the prior year, which resulted 
in all people facing hunger receiving a 
better provision of help. 

Even with these unforeseen disruptions, we 
stayed focused on our original plans, and 
continued to expand Senior Basket with a 
goal of ensuring that all low-income seniors 
in need of food receive help. We increased 
the number of School Pantries from 16 
locations to 23. And, the additional food we 
acquired enabled us to add 127 additional 
food distribution times and/or locations 

where people could receive assistance 
through Groceries to Go. 

The Redwood Empire Food Bank has 
matured during the past decade. We have 
grown into our warehouse on Brickway, 
we are comfortable setting bold goals for 
ourselves, and without trepidation embrace 
the unexpected yet demanding situations 
that seem to occur on an annual basis.

We pride ourselves on being determined, 
focused, and nimble. We have become 
an organization that is not merely “always 
ready,” but proactive in improving our 
provision of help for people in need of 
food.

And as always, our ability to maintain 
such a bold approach to hunger relief 
is a reflection of you and the support 
you provide: be it food, time, or financial 
support.

over 70% of our work is direct 
service to our community through 
our own distributions. We created 
and continue to grow our direct 
service programs because the 
need for food assistance continues 
to grow exponentially, and our 
nonprofit partners cannot shoulder 
the need alone.

We are dedicated to our mission 
to end hunger in our community, 
and are committed to doing what it 
takes to fulfill that mission. Through 

our three initiatives — Every Child, 
Every Day, Senior Security, and 
Neighborhood Hunger Network 
— we serve over 82,000 people 
every year. That number is growing, 
and we are grateful to our donors, 
volunteers, and partners who make 
our work possible.
